G.&C.C. Library has the complete MS. rough score which I presented ca. 1975; it indicates the placing of the Tennyson poems used as basis & inspiration for this piece eventually subtitled a “textless song-cycle”, composed 1972. This rough score is of the piece’s fuller 1st version; its fair copy, in my manuscript, was published in facsimile by Oxford University Press in 1974; the Library holds two copies. Location of the original ink MS. is unknown – British Library? I have a xeroxed copy.


In 1994 Evening with Angels was revized. In effect this involved mainly making cuts: Three “Openings” of furious complexity were removed, also one further Tennyson-based lyric towards the work’s end. This revized version printed and published by Boosey & Hawkes 1995 : the Library holds one copy.
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
